Initial information for Teams

We are still in the throes of getting the pricing together for the entertainment package (welcome, dinner and recovery etc) and that will be forwarded later - Last year it was around the $120 mark. (we figure that this will be very similar (maybe $5-10 max difference)

Rules

Attached are the rules that applied last year and worked very well. There is no intention at this stage to change them at all. The idea is to have a game of competitive rugby with the aim of minimizing injuries. For this reason, before every match we have a meeting of the 2 team captains and depending of the makeup of the 2 teams (fitness, age, injuries, numbers) the rules will be adjusted with the safety of the players in mind. Last year most scrums were uncontested. The spirit of how the game is played is very important to our tournament and over vigorous play is discouraged. We don’t have provisions for the coloured shorts although if the team captains are in agreement then players with coloured shorts can play and all players will be informed about what is expected in that particular game. If the number of teams demands it then we will look at 2 age groups. Over 35 and over 45? We want as much feed back as possible to improve our tournament and have as much fun as possible. As far as accommodation etc goes - we are not organising that side as most people tend to want to do their own thing, but here are some ideas for you.

 

You can come on Thursday or Friday, whenever you wish really.   We have a bit of a Welcome party on Friday evening (includes some substantial finger food and liquid refreshments) and then you can do as you please after that.

There are plenty of places and the airlines do packages so check them out as well.   
 

Last year some teams stayed at The Cairns Colonial Club http://www.cairnscolonialclub.com.au/ (resort rooms) and some stayed at the Southern Cross Atrium (www.southerncrossatrium.com)  (self contained units)  
All of the above places are close to the city (not that anything is very far anyway).
